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Here are some sample questions you could possibly ask the parents who have yet to join your PTA.
Demographics

· Age, Marital status, # of children enrolled in school, employed PT/FT, languages spoken
Answers to these questions can help you craft your programs and events to meet certain 

demographic needs.

Awareness
· Are you aware of the purpose, mission, and vision of ABC PTA?
If parents do not know why the PTA exists then it is very likely they will not join.

Involvement

· Have you attended any previous PTA events?
· Do you participate in other school programs or events?
· How often do you visit the school?
· Do you regularly communicate with your child’s teacher?
· Have you ever been a member of a PTA or other parent organization before? 
Determining a non-member’s current level of involvement can help predict what future involvement might be and help manage expectations.

Inhibitors

· The number one reason you have yet to join our PTA?

List options: time, money, no interest. Learning why a person does not belong is often more helpful then knowing why current members do belong.
