Convention Voting Delegates


            In order to participate in debate, vote on motions, bylaw amendments, resolutions, and the election of officers, you must be a voting delegate. All voting delegates must present both a membership card and a delegate information card signed by their unit president.


            Each unit is entitled to voting delegates based upon membership at the state office by March 1, 2003.  One voting delegate identification card is allotted to the president or his/her alternate and then one delegate identification card per twenty-five members.





Kansas PTA Bylaws—Article X Conventions.  Section 2


Each local PTA or PTSA shall be entitled to be represented at the convention of the Kansas PTA by its president, or alternate who shall be elected by the local PTA or PTSA, and by one delegate or alternate for every twenty-five (25) members or major fraction thereof in good standing as shown on the books of the state treasurer as of March 1st.  Each delegate will be required to present their current membership card and identification card for convention credentials.  This provision of date shall not apply to local PTAs/PTSAs so organized less than six (6) months prior to the date of the state convention.
